Student Service-Learning Agreement
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Each student in COM/WGS 363 should complete a Student Service-Learning Agreement before beginning extensive work at the community partner site. At a minimum, all Student Service-Learning Agreements must require that the student and the community resident reach, and sign off on, agreed provisions in the below critical areas. The agreement will be duplicated so that each party may retain a copy of it.

Mandatory Elements/Student Expectations:

· Students will meet with their community partner at least 8 times during the semester.  Meetings dates are to be determined by students and their community partner. 

· Meetings will be completed by the end of the week of April 16, 2007.

· Scrapbooks are to be given to residents at the end of the semester
· If students are unable to make meetings, they must notify their class partner and their community partner and make arrangements for a different meeting time.

· Students may dress casually, so as long as no inappropriate printed materials are displayed.

· Students are responsible for their travel to and from service sites.

· Log sheets recording visits and signed by community residents will be turned in on a periodic basis.  Your instructor will provide due dates for log sheets.  Students should keep them up to date at all times and have the community partner and the students complete the forms at the end of each visit.

· Students with any concerns regarding the project should visit with the instructor first; community resident manager may be sought for advice if necessary.

Expectations for Partners:

· Community partners have visited with Dr. Pawlowski and have agreed (unless unforeseen circumstances make it impossible to complete the project) to visit with students from the family communication class for at least 8 visits to complete the family communication life history project.  This will be approximately weekly from the fist week of February to mid-April.
· Community partners are encouraged to visit with Dr. Donna Pawlowski at Creighton University at 280-2531 for any concerns regarding student behavior or project details.
