Proposed: 

The Arts and Sciences Senate membership shall be changed to include only seven departmental chairs chosen by the Council of Chairs starting with the 2009-2010 academic year. The Honors Program Director will no longer be an ex-officio member of the Senate. Other ex-officio and at-large membership will remain unchanged.


Rationale: 
1. To reduce the workload of the departmental chairs, who are currently required to attend both Senate meetings and Senate committee meetings. Department chairs already have an advisory body to the Dean of the College--the Council of Chairs. 
2. This would also allow the Senate to serve as the only primarily elected body which is consultative to the Dean in matters other than applications for rank and tenure.
