Report from the Executive Board for the Senate meeting 14 April 2009

The Executive Board has met twice since the last Senate meeting.  On Friday, 27 March, the Board met with University Faculty President Neil Norton.  General issues and concerns regarding faculty governance were discussed.  The need for better communication between the CCAS Faculty Senate and the University Faculty Counsel was emphasized.  Dr. Norton asked us to remind the CCAS faculty that all faculty members are welcome at the Faculty Counsel and University Counsel meetings.  He also encouraged us to make use of his web page to remain as current as possible with University business.  There is now a live link from the CCAS Faculty Senate web page to Dr. Norton’s University governance web page.  In addition, Mike Cherney is looking for a representative from the Faculty Counsel who is willing to make regular reports to the Faculty Senate.  Dr. Norton also volunteered to organize a meeting between the CCAS Exec. Board and Fr. Schlegel.  The meeting is tentatively scheduled for Wednesday, 22 April.

The Board met with committee chairs on Tuesday, 7 April.  Because of a change in meeting time not all committee chairs were present.  The Budget committee report was discussed in some detail.  The agenda for the 14 April meeting was set.  

The results for the 2009 – 2010 Senate election were reviewed and the current senate membership was examined to ensure that there will be a full slate of senators for next year.  The newly elected Senators will be notified (by either Dr. Cherney or Dr. Leavelle) and invited (encouraged!) to attend the Senate meeting on April 28 when elections of the 2009 – 2010 Executive Board will be held.  A short agenda for the 28 April meeting was set, preliminarily.

The committee chairs are reminded that a final report should be prepared, including any recommendations for charges for future committees to consider.
