By-Law Proposal 1:
Remove the term “Executive Committee” from each ARTICLE subtitle beginning with Article III.

Rationale:  The term “Faculty Senate” is defined in Article II to be the “Executive Committee” of the College, as required by University Statutes.  Therefore, the phrase “Executive Committee – Faculty Senate” in the titles of subsequent Articles is redundant.  Furthermore, removal of the term “Executive Committee” will eliminate any possible confusion with the “Executive Board” of the Faculty Senate, which is defined in Article V as the leadership of the Faculty Senate.

By-Law Proposal 1:
ARTICLE III

Executive Committee—Faculty Senate—Membership

The Faculty Senate shall consist of an equal number of both ex-officio and elected at-large members. Ex-officio members shall be the President and Academic Vice President of the University, the Chairs of all departments in the College, The Director of the Honors Program, the Dean, all Associate and Assistant Deans and 7 members of the Council of Chairs, elected by the Council of Chairs. At-large members (30) shall be elected by the Regular Faculty. To be eligible for election as an at-large member, a person must be a member of the Regular Faculty and be in at least the second semester of full-time service at the time that elections are held. Two student representatives shall be chosen by the College of Arts and Sciences Student Senate.  All ex-officio, at-large and student members shall have voting privileges in the Senate.  In the event that any at large member, department chair, or the Director of the Honors program is unable to attend a meeting of the body, that person may send another faculty member as a proxy.  Likewise, a student member may send another student as a proxy.  All proxies shall have full voting privileges and shall indicate on the attendance roster their presence and the person for whom they are serving as proxy. 

Rationale:
1. To reduce the workload of the department chairs.

2. To allow the Senate to serve as a primarily elected body that is consultative to the Dean.
