Report of the Executive Committee to the Senate, 28 April 2009

The Executive Board has met three times since the last Senate meeting.  

On Monday, 20 April the Board met to discuss topics to present at the meeting with Fr. Schlegel.   We agreed on three main themes of conversation:  improving communication in both directions between the upper administration and the CCAS faculty, strategies for rewarding excellence, and the need to restore the added value that a Creighton education (and Creighton employment) should provide.  

On Wednesday, 22 April, the Board met with Fr. Schlegel.  The conversation was a little more far ranging than just the topics listed above.  Fr. Schlegel was very receptive to our ideas and, overall, the meeting went very well.  Neil Norton was also present.  A more detailed report will be given during the 28 April meeting.

On Thursday, 23 April, the Board met to discuss the final report and recommendations for the next Senate.  We felt that the committee structure (including the Core Review Task Force) should remain essentially the same with the exception of the Resource Development committee.  That committee completed all of its charges in an excellent fashion.  A big THANK YOU to Mark Turner and the Resource Development committee.
After reviewing the end of year reports from this year’s committees the current Board will work with next year’s Board to make more specific recommendations.
