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1. The CCAS Resource Development Committee met on Tuesday, November 11, 2008 in Rigge Science Building, Room G05 from 3:30-4:30.  
2. Attendance.

a. Committee members present: Thomas Baechle, Christina Clark, Erika Kirby, Maorong Jiang, Janet Seger, Juliane Soukup, and Mark Turner.
b. Committee members absent: Bridget Keegan was hosting students who won the Dean’s Summer Research Grants.
3. Diane Dougherty Crowley, Assistant Vice President for Alumni Relations and Caroline Moore
Alumni School Officer, joined us to give us an update on Creighton University Alumni Relations and beneficial ways the faculty can engage our alumni.   
a. The basic mission of Alumni Relations is to seek the continued engagement of alumni with the University. Diane reported that the University enjoys approximately 53,000 active alumni of which about 20,000 are holders of degrees from the College of Arts and Sciences.  
b. Diane said that alumni generally fall into three categories: about 1/3 of our alumni are engaged through donations, attendance at University events, or are sending their children to Creighton; at the other extreme there are about 1/3 that show no engagement; and finally, there is a growing segment in the middle that shows some interest.  Alumni who get engaged in the first 3 years after graduation will probably stay engaged for a lifetime.
c. Diane said that rapid internet growth and ubiquitous email have enabled her office broader alumni engagement.  She said that her office has about 22,000 alumni email addresses.  

d. Diane told us Alumni Relations can help target a broadcast email to an alumnus that asks for their engagement in student mentoring or assisting faculty in research/teaching/scholarship.  She also suggested that the Creighton Magazine is also a great way to reach alumni.  Publish quarterly, Creighton Magazine is probably the best read publication the university produces and CCAS may want to consider developing an article that includes a faculty feature as a sidebar.
4. Christina said that since the dean wants us get assessment data from alumni, departments could create assessment tools to survey alumni using BlueQ. Alumni could then help us by sending out the link to the survey through their email address lists. Erica concurred with Christina.  

5. Maorong asked Diane to describe the relationship between Alumni Relations and Development?  Diane said her office works closely with Development, but advised that faculty considering asking an alumnus for money or support should talk to Development first so we don’t create confusion for a potential donor.  

6. Janet, Tom and Julianne discussed how to use the database to attract donors to specific departments as well as how to find alumni interested in the specific research projects that faculty may need outside resources to accomplish (whether that be monetary, or the use of equipment at a company, or opportunities for students to be involved in research off-campus).

7. Our next meeting is scheduled for December 9, 2008 where we will discuss resources from Research and Compliance, and Proposal Development.
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
