              Poet Luye, Jinan University, China
	On April 20, Poet Luye and Dr. Dae-Sook Suh will join each other in a “talk-show-style” dialogue to explore the relationship between poetic and political visions of peace in China, in Korea, and here in the U.S.  The event will begin at 4:00 p.m. in the UP Room.

Dr. Suh is Professor of Political Science at the University of Hawaii at Manoa.  He received his Ph.D. in Public Law and Government from Columbia University.  He has published numerous scholarly books including The Korean Communist Movement, 1918-1948 from Princeton University Press, and Kim Il Sung:  the North Korean Leader from Columbia University Press. He contributes articles to professional journals, and his works appeared in many languages including Chinese, Japanese and Korean.  He was a Visiting Fellow at the Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars in Washington D.C. He is a life member of the American Political Science Association, a member of the Association for Asian Studies, and he serves on the editorial board of scholarly journals.  Currently, he is teaching at UCLA.

Poet Luye was recently ranked first among younger Chinese poets by the Chinese Writers Association. She teaches literature at the Jinan University, China.  Her major work includes four long novels, Icy Cherr, Dear Vine, Don’t Weep, and Love is Around Corner; one novella, I am your Neighbor; and one essays, My Castle.  Her published poems include Southern China Through a Northerner’s Eyes, My Heart is a Windmill, and The Wind is Born Homeless.  Since 2004, Luye won several major literature awards in China. She was named the Best Women Poet of the new century in China, and won the Best Award for Chinese Youth Poets (2005), the Good Love Poem Award (2005), the Essay Award of Woman Writers (2005), and the Best Five Essays Award in China (2004).  She is currently the Poet-in-Residence at the prestigious Capital Normal University in Beijing, China. 
Asian traditions emphasize the harmony and unity of all things.  The Keynote event “Seeking Peace: Poetic and Political Visions of the Asian World” will dramatize that unity by putting the poetic and political visions in dialogue with each other. Events are aimed at deepening understanding of both daily life and political issues in the Asian world, with particular emphasis on peace, security, and reunification in China and Korea.
