1. Pursuing restructuring AWAY from corporation status
1. Kelly N:
1. CSU is registered as Non-Profit in NE
1. Must report to Creighton and US Gov’t
1. A lot of paperwork involved – time and energy wasted by CSU
2. CSU wants to move away from corporation status to better represent Creighton students
