Completing the Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) Biosafety/Biosecurity Course(s) is a requirement of Creighton University’s Research and Compliance Program.  All investigators, staff, post docs, fellows, and students involved in research using Biohazardous material must complete this course.
Course Descriptions 

· CITI is a web-based tutorial maintained by the University of Miami.
· The courses have been developed by experts in the research community.  Most modules have an associated quiz.

· Course 1 The Basic Biosafety Training Course consists of 17 modules.  All modules are required for all investigators, staff and students working with Biohazardous material.
· Course 2 The Shipping Regulated Biological Materials Course consists of 9 modules.  All modules are required for all investigators, staff and students who package and ship diagnostic materials, clinical human and animal specimens, human and animal pathogens, as well as other regulated biohazards.  This is initial and biennial (every 2 years) training as required by the International Air Transport Association or the triennial (every 3 years) training as required by the U.S. Department of Transportation
· Course 3 The OSHA Bloodborne Pathogens for Researchers Course consists of 5 modules.  All modules are required for all investigators, staff and students who handle or have contact with human blood, tissues, body fluids, and other potentially infectious materials.  Retraining must be completed within 365 days of the previous class.
· Course 4 The Select Agents and Biosafety Course consists of 3 modules that are required of all investigators, staff and students working with Select Agents, potential biowarfare agents or other potentially valuable biological materials.
How to Access the Course — Getting Registered

· Go to the CITI Registration website at http://www.citiprogram.org/, and select New User Register Here if the first time.  Follow the directions.  If you have completed other CITI courses, please log in with your UserID and Password.

· For New Users – You will need to complete the registration.  You will first, select the Participating Institution.  It is very important that you select Creighton University. (CITI will use this selection to notify us once you have completed a course.)  Second, you will select your User ID and password.  Please retain your UserID and Password for your records.  Investigators, staff and students will use the same username and password each time you log onto the CITI website.  Next you will be asked to provide CITI with some general information (name, e-mail address, department, etc).  Once you complete the registration process, you will be directed to a page titled “Select Curriculum”.  
· If you have already registered with CITI – Once you log in, you will go to the Main Menu.  Below the section titled “My Courses” you will see:

· OSHA Bloodborne Pathogens for Researchers

· Select Agents and Biosafety

· Click ‘Continue’.

· Under ‘My Courses’ will be the following listings:

· Shipping and Transport of Regulated Biological Materials, Stage 1
· OSHA Bloodborne Pathogens, Stage 1
· Select Agents, Biosecurity and Bioterrorism, Stage 1
· Select the module and begin the course by “clicking” on the red “Enter”.

Completing the Course

· You will see the list of modules to complete - click on the Introduction module to begin.
· You do not need to complete all of the modules at once.

· Follow the directions as you proceed through the course. 

· You must complete the exam with a minimum score of 80% for certification.  

When You Are Finished

· ALL REQUIRED MODULES MUST BE COMPLETED in order to receive credit for Initial Certification or Recertification.  Please print a copy of the Completion Report for your records.  A copy of your completion report will by sent by CITI to the Research Compliance Education Coordinator (Institutional Administrator).  You should retain a copy of your completion report in the event that the Research Compliance Office does not receive a copy from CITI.
