· CITI is a web-based tutorial maintained by the University of Miami.
· The course has been developed by experts in the human subject’s safety community.  Most modules have an associated quiz.

How to Access the Course — Getting Registered

· Go to the CITI Registration website at http://www.citiprogram.org/ and follow the directions for selecting a User ID, a password, and for completing the registration form. 
· Make sure you have selected Creighton University as the Participating Institution.  This is very important!  The CITI program will use this to notify us when you have completed a course.  Next, you will need to set up a user-name and password, if you do not already have one. 
· Please retain your username and password for your records. Investigators, staff, and students will use the same one each time you log on to the CITI web-site.
· NEXT, go to ‘Add a Course’ and click.
· Select ‘Update Groups’.

· Scroll down to question four and select ‘Responsible Conduct of Research’
