Love Your Planet Week
International Business Student Association: This is a student organization that helps future business leaders and international business students enhance their academic, work, and study abroad experiences. They have many connections to international organizations in Milwaukee. 
College of Engineering, Environmental Engineering Department:  This is a department within an academic college that prides themselves on training future engineers to improve the quality of life for others.
College of Arts and Sciences, Philosophy Department:  This is a department within the College of Arts and Sciences that focuses on searching for the truth to life’s troubling questions. 
Environmental Law Society:  This organization strives to involve Marquette University law students in being environmentally active and provide information on current environmental issues.  They do this through creating relationships with environmental professionals throughout Milwaukee.

SEAC – Students for an Environmentally Active Campus:  This is a student group that encourages students to become environmentally active by sponsoring educational and interactive programs. 

J.U.S.T.I.C.E.- Jesuit University Students Together in Concerned Empowerment:  This is a student organization that supports student activism and challenges administration to uphold the Jesuit principles of fairness and justice.
Engineers without Borders: A nonprofit, humanitarian group that focuses on implementing sustainable engineering projects around the world.  Engineers and engineering students are involved in the process and Marquette’s group takes annual trips to Guatemala as well as participating in local projects.
Democracy Matters: A non-partisan, campus-based project that allows students to organize programs and actions that connect to pro-democracy reforms such as environmental issues, civil rights, health care, and foreign policy.

Residence Hall Association: This is a student organization that represents students living in campus Residence Halls and campus apartments.  Besides addressing student issues, they also provide a number of programs throughout the year.
Campus Ministry:  Provides worship services for campus including retreats, mass, Lutheran services, counseling, community service opportunities, educational and social programming and more.
