The ideal candidate 
will effectively collaborate with library colleagues, teaching faculty, and instructional designers in the 
planning, delivery, and assessment of critical thinking instruction in the University’s new core 
curriculum. This position reports to the Head of Reference and includes some nights and weekends.
