II. Committee Updates 
a. Academic Program Review
i. Reviews for the seven programs designated for 2014-2015 will take place mid-February through mid-May in 2015.  The reviews are to be completed by mid-May 2015.

b. Assessment Resource Integration
i.  The committee has begun conversation on data sets within reporting systems (e.g. online programs, CPS).  
c. Peer Review
i.  In December, the committee met to review the peer review process and become oriented on the flow of the review process.  Peer reviews are to be completed by the end of the spring semester.  
ii. In preparation for the reviews, it has been noted that different programs are in different stages of program development; some programs measure only one outcome, while others reflect on multiple outcomes/measures; the more specific and detailed information instead of being generalized, make sure the customer requirements report is completed which will aid in learning across academic, assessment modality and data round online programs. 



d. Professional Development
i. The University Assessment Symposium, to be held Friday, Feb. 20 from 8:30-12:30 in Skutt Ballroom, will include breakfast, assessment keynote speaker Dr. Susan Hatfield, and breakout sessions.  

ii. The call for poster abstracts has been communicated and abstracts are  being received for approval.  The Deans’ and VP’s have agreed to fund up to $500 in posters.  

iii. The invitation to the program will be sent late January when additional information is received on the keynote speaker. 
e. Policy, Strategy, and HLC updates
i. The committee reviewed the University Academic Policy Review/Approval Tracking Table document. 

ii. Updates to the procedures involved in the Program Review Policy were completed.  Due to these modifications, the policy is scheduled to go back through the approval processes.

iii. The Dual/Joint Degree policy is being created by the Registrar’s Office.
