Documentation of Informed Consent Checklist 
	Except as provided in paragraph “c” of this section, informed consent shall be documented by the use of a written consent form approved by the IRB and signed by the participant or the participant’s legally authorized representative. A copy shall be given to the person signing the form.

The consent form may be one  of the following:

	WRITTEN CONSENT
	a. A written consent document that embodies the elements of informed consent required by §46.116. This form may be read to the participant or the participant’s legally authorized representative, but in any event, the investigator shall give either the participant or the representative adequate opportunity to read it before it is signed.

	WAIVER of requirement for signed form
	b. An IRB may waive the requirement for the investigator to obtain a signed consent form for some or all participants, if it finds either that:
· The only record linking the participantand the research would be the consent document and the principal risk would be potential harm resulting from a breach of confidentiality. Each participant shall be asked whether s/he wants documentation linking him/her with the research, and the participant’s wishes will govern; or.
· The research presents no more than minimal risk of harm to participants, and involves no procedures for which written consent is normally required outside of the research context.
In cases in which the documentation requirement is waived, the IRB may require the investigator to provide participants with a written statement regarding the research.

Special Requirements - 45 CFR 46 Subpart D - Additional DHHS Protections for Children Involved as Participants in Research
	Child Assent/
Waiver
	· The IRB shall determine that adequate provisions are made for soliciting the assent of the children, when in the judgment of the IRB the children are capable of providing assent. If the IRB determines that the capability of some or all of the children is so limited that they cannot reasonably be consulted, or that the intervention or procedure involved in the research holds out a prospect of direct benefit that is important to the health or well-being of the children and is available only in the context of the research, the assent of the children is not a necessary condition for proceeding with the research. Even when the IRB determines that the participants are capable of assenting, the IRB may still waive the assent requirement under circumstances in which consent may be waived in accord with §46.116 of Subpart A.

	Parental Assent/
Waiver
	· The IRB may find that the permission of one parent is sufficient for research to be conducted under §46.404 (research not involving greater than minimal risk.) or §46.405 (research involving greater than minimal risk but presenting the prospect of direct benefit to the individual participants).
· When research is covered by §46.406, research involving greater than minimal risk and no prospect of direct benefit to individual participants, but likely to yield generalizable knowledge about the participant’s disorder or condition; and §46.407, research not otherwise approvable that presents an opportunity to understand, prevent, or alleviate a serious problem affecting the health or welfare of children; and permission is to be obtained from parents, both parents must give their permission, unless one parent is deceased, unknown, incompetent, or not reasonably available, or when only one parent has legal responsibility for the care and custody of the child.
· If the IRB determines that a research protocol is designed for conditions or for a participant population for which parental or guardian permission is not a reasonable requirement to protect the participants (e.g., neglected or abused children), it may waive the consent requirements in Subpart A of this part and paragraph (b) of this section, provided an appropriate mechanism for protecting the children who will participate as participants in the research is substituted, and further provided that the waiver is not inconsistent with federal, state, or local law(s).
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
