The group discussed handing out reusable bags at events, etc
O There is a group of CCSJ students working on a proposal for providing reusable bags to
resident students to use at grab-and-go and retail locations on campus

0 There was interest in the Council providing bags to faculty/staff as well
Stuart Shell from RDG has offered to help us take a look at becoming a “Bike Friendly
University”. This is a program of the League of American Cyclists. By completing the application,
we receive free consulting from the League (a third-party) that offers us validation for what
we’re doing as well as guidance and motivation to provide amenities to promote biking on
campus
